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Located in north-western Yamanashi Prefecture, Nirasaki
became prosperous as a posttown on the Koshu Highway
and has long been a place where both culture and people
would come and go.

It is the birthplace of the Kai-Takeda family, surrounded
by famous peaks such as World Heritage site Mt. Fuji,
Minami Alps, Mt. Yatsugatake, and Mt. Kayagatake, and
rich in nature such that you can enjoy the flora as the
seasons go by. »

History ==
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This shrine is worshipped as the patron deity of the Kai-Takeda
family. It has been called the birthplace of the Kai-Takeda family
since the progenitor, Nobuyoshi Takeda, ceremonially achieved
manhood at the shrine and took the name Takeda.

Culture xw
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Professor emeritus of Kitasato University Satoshi Omura, born in Nirasaki's
Kamiyama town, was honored in 2015 with the Nobel Prize in Physiology or
Medicine.

You can witness the land that raised the Nobel prize-winner from the “Happiness
Path”, Professor Omura's walking route through middle school, or the “Omura
House” , which is a registered National Cultural Site.
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Nirasaki Nature Monument : \Wanizuka Cherry Blossoms
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Standing alone upon the peak of a gentle
knoll, this cerasus itozakura cherry blossom is
an estimated 330 years old. The tree fascinates
the beholder as it proudly blooms against the
backdrop of Mt. Yatsugatake's snowcapped
peaks. The tree is lit during the evening when
inbloom so visitors can enjoy its beauty with
an evening twist as well.

From the top, one is treated to a panoramic view, including Mt. Fuiji,
the Kofu Basin, Yatsugatake, and the Three Mountains of Houo.

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The hills of the Suisun Valley around Fairfield cultivate vineyards,
orchards, and vegetables. In the late winter and spring, the farm
fields are often covered with wild mustard plants, and the hills turn
green when rainfall becomes plentiful in the winter. In the fall, the
approach to City Hall is a beautiful sight as the leaves turn to
autumn colors.
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There are many vineyards and wineries in the Suisun Valley, making wine grapes

one of the largest agricultural crops in Solano County. New wineries open on a
regular basis.

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The city has a farmers' market that opens one day each week

downtown during the summer months. It features fresh produce
from area farms, as well as breads, jams, and other prepared foods.
